The new Enkadrain 3000R series products are available with a filter fabric on one side and in the near future available with fabric on two sides and in double-wide rolls. The square waffle core configuration is identical to the original Enkadrain products, but the recycled polypropylene makes the product slightly stiffer, yet still flexible to conform to any surface profile. Initial testing indicates that flow rates exceed the original HDPE (High Density Polyethylene) Enkadrain products by an average of 130%. 
“We are excited to have a recyclable product that will not only serve an environmental purpose, but will also raise the bar in stimulating green building practices,” said Marcus Dellinger, Colbond’s Building Products Sales Manager. “Colbond has always been a leader in innovative product design and technology, and now we’re doing our part to help transform the building market toward sustainable, high-performance buildings.”
